LOST AND FOUND

Today we welcome the Wade family to the 9.30
service for baptism. It's the sacrament that
demonstrates our entering into the people of
God, the body of Christ. It reminds us that
process begins with God’s grace seen in sending
Jesus to come to save the lost even when we
don’t ask for or even want it, hence the
willingness to baptize children.
