The more you get to know David the more of a 
paradox David becomes. He is a controversial 
figure for good reason. At his best we see a diplo-
mat, warrior, lover, prophet and poet. We see 
remarkable faith and hearƞelt repentance. At his 
worst he was a womaniser and murderer. He 
played favourites, had a temper and succumbed 
to the perils of pride and power.  

In his faith he serves as an example to us all of 
what it means to trust in God in all                    
circumstances. In his failings he serves as a     
challenge to us all. He ought to send a chill down 
our spine as he highlights our own temptaƟons, 
struggles and failings.  

In David we have been blessed with so many of 
his Psalms and in his steadfast hope in the great-
er Son and Messiah who was to come. To truly 
understand what it meant for Jesus to be the 
Messiah means understanding something of this 
complex man. 

Finally he reminds us the promises of God are not 
conƟngent upon the recipient and their conduct. 
Through faith they work themselves out but they 
are not null and void or corrupted by faithless-
ness and sin.
